Russell: It" s OK, so the word translated “received” there, means to passively
receive, not to take. There' s another word in this scripture of Greek to take, but
this word in this scripture of Greek is to passively receive, like gentle soil, receiving
rain, receiving water, so seek to receive into the soil of the heart. To receive with
meekness implanted word, the word of God, which is planted somewhere in the
soul, in the heart. So that's what | try to do, to receive with meekness, to cooperate
with the Holy Spirit, to drink in the word of God into the soul of my heart. Yes, that's
what | try to do. And the last bit of that, that is quite interesting.

The verse says, “be able to save the soul” , that was translated “able” , it' s the
word dynamics is dynamite. It's the same word that is used in the power of God for
salvation to save the soul. There is a noun. Here in James “able” is a verb. So it is
very powerful.

Dynamite, to change and save us from the inside, as we seek to gently receive with
good soil, the word of God, which can save our souls. So there is less of us, and
more of Jesus, by the Spirit of God, through the word of God.
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
