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Sara: Hi, brother.
Russell: Hello sister.
Sara: Yes, OK. Today we are going to talk about ten mindsets of discipleship training. First, would

you please tell us why that’s very important to have right mindsets?

Russell: Because what we focus our mind on will result in what we are, what we think is
important will result in what we are. And we are to have the mindset of God, we are to focus on
things above, we are to focus on the Lord Jesus who is seated at the right hand of God. And as we
do that by the word of God available, the spirit of God will change us to be more like the Lord
Jesus. And that’s what the Spirit of God wants more than anything, for us to be changed more and
more like Jesus. That’s what God the father wants, for us to be changed more and more like Jesus,

through the word of God, the Bible, by the Spirit of God.
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Sara: OK, brother, would you please tell us more about the submissive, the mindset of the

submissive?

Russell: Well, the very word “submit” means under the hand of sub under. And we can add a
submit to the devil, or submit to Jesus. We can submit to the world and the system of the world, or
we can submit to the Spirit of God. We can submit to the flesh, or again we can submit to the
Spirit of God. God gives us free will to do this, that’s why he tells us for our own good to submit.
To come under the authority of Jesus, for our own good, and to the glory of God, and blessings of
everyone around us, the blessings of our church, the blessings of our family, and our own
blessings. As we submit, more and more becoming like Jesus, so that is no longer this to be the
end, that is no longer us but he lives. But Jesus lives in us, and for that to be experienced by us,
and be seen by others to the glory of God. We can truly say, to live is Christ, and die is gain, to be
with Christ, knowing Christ is with us now, he would never leave us or forsake us. But we need to
submit to him, who has been given all the authority in the heaven and on the earth, our loving
good shepherd. He knows what is the best for us, and what to guide us in everything by his Holy

Spirit, as we submit to him and his word.
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Sara: OK, brother.
Russell: Yes, sister.
Sara: From the Hebrew Chapter 13:17, “Have confidence in your leaders and submit to their
authority, because they keep watch over you as those who must give an account.” (Hebrews 13:17

NIV) How about this portion?

Russell: Yes, this portion says obey those who rule of you, those who shepherd you, who guide
you, who lead you. But of course, we will only obey from the heart, people who we respect. And if
we can see that someone is following Jesus, and is much closer to Jesus than we are, and we will
follow that person. Like climbing up a mountain, Jesus is at the top, other leaders are ahead of us

as they are preceding on to take hold of Jesus at the top of the mountain. They are helping us up



this mountain, to grow more and more like Jesus, come closer to Jesus. So when we obey these
good leaders, it’s joy for us and for God as well as for them. As we get closer to Jesus, and less of

us; as we follow these leaders, we are following Jesus.
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Sara: OK, the second one is the second will is offering will. And the first thing is offering
ourselves as a living sacrifice. OK, and this scripture is the Roman chapter 12, verse 1, “Therefore,
I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a living sacrifice,
holy and pleasing to God—this is your true and proper worship.” (Romans 12:1 NIV) OK, would

you please share with us?

Russell: So, how do we offer ourselves to God as a living sacrifice? How did the Jewish nation
present their sacrifices to God on the altar? They offer piece by piece, the head, the liver, the
kidneys, piece by piece. So how do we offer ourselves to God as a living sacrifice? Piece by piece.
The eyes, these eyes belong to God. So we are using these eyes for God’s purposes, not my
purposes as a living sacrifice. The hands, I offer the hands as a living sacrifice. Using the hands
for God’s purposes, not my purposes. My feet, using my feet for God’s purposes, going where
God wants me to go, not where I think I want to go. My brain, using my brain for God’s purposes,
so my brain goes where God wants me to go as a living sacrifice, by the power and help of Holy
Spirit of God. Presenting my whole body as a living sacrifice, piece by piece, more and more,

deeper and deeper, from the inside out.
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Sara: OK, and then talking about the offering money, OK and the offering money, we use the 2
Corinthians chapter 9:6-8, “Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows
generously will also reap generously. Each of you should give what you have decided in your
heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. And God is able
to bless you abundantly, so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, you will abound

in every good work.” OK, brother.

Russell: Well, of course, all our money is really God's money. He's just loaned to us, to be used by
us for his purposes. So how do we use our money? Common sense would tell us, we need food,
clothing and shelter, but what are we to do with the rest of our money that God has given us? For
God’s purposes, to be used to extend the kingdom of God, in the way that God leads each one of
us. The general principle of this, it’s to give to those who need most. It could be orphans, it could
be widows, it could be poor people in the church, it could be poor brothers and sisters in other
nations, in very poor nations, and ministry in other nations. But it’s to be an individual decision
before God. So it’s always good to ask God for his help, to give wisdom exactly what to do with
what he's given us. To do these with a cheerful heart, knowing that it’s more blessing to give than
to receive. As God gave himself to us everything, so we ought to give out ourselves, our money

and everything for the purposes of God.

One little thing knows about money, we are not to tithe unless we feel that we are happy to.
Tithing is the Old Covenant, to keep the temple in Jerusalem, to maintain the Levitical priests to it.
The Levitical priests no longer exist, the Jerusalem temple no longer exists. The tithe stopped 2

thousand years ago, it’s an Old Covenant. The New Covenant is to give everything as God guides
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
